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The Red List Index measures change in aggregate extinction

risk across groups of species (Example: fish, amphibians,

reptiles, birds, and mammals). The index value ranges from 0

(extinct) to 1 (non-endangered).

Available data indicate that the index values have been high

since 2000 in all GCC countries, and it is higher than the global

average in all countries during the period 2001-2021. Despite

the increase in the value of the index in all the GCC countries,

there is a discrepancy between the countries, as its value

ranged between 0.901 in Saudi Arabia and 0.748 in Bahrain in

2021.

The data indicate the commitment of the GCC countries to the

Convention on the Conservation of Wildlife 2004.

During the period 2000- 2020, the GCC countries witnessed a

remarkable development in the protection of sites for terrestrial

and freshwater biodiversity, and it is noted that the pace of

development in the GCC countries is faster than those in the

world. In 2000, only one country (Kuwait) exceeded the global

average, while in 2020, three countries exceeded the global

average (Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE). At the same time, other

countries witnessed remarkable progress.
