*The Competitive Industrial Performance Index (CIP) is an index issued by the
United Nations Industrial Development Organization (UNIDO) and covers 152
countries. It measures the competitiveness of the industrial sector and is based on
two axes, the industrial value-added axis, and the manufacturing exports axis . They
measure performance in three main dimensions: industrial production capacity and
export, depth and technological development, and global impact.
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
