Abu Dhabi Financial Market

achieved the highest growth rate among the

GCC capital markets at 10.4%, followed by the

Kuwait Financial Market at 5.2% On the her

hand, the general index in the Oman Stock

Exchange decreased slightly by -0.2% in the

same period.

The market capitalization of GCC Stock Markets

The total market capitalization of the Gulf Stock markets reached at

the end of the first half of 2022 approximately 4.2 trillion US dollars,

with a growth rate of 14.5% compared to the end of 2021. The

market capitalization of all member states’ witnessed growth during

the same period, where Dubai Financial Market recorded high

growth of 28.1%, followed by the Abu Dhabi Financial Market with

22.5%, and the Saudi Financial Market with 14.3%. The market

capitalization of Saudi constituted about 73.4% of the total market

capitalization of the GCC markets, followed by Abu Dhabi Financial

Market about 13.0%, while the contribution of the other markets

combined amounted to about 13.6%.
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
