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The pension is considered one of the social

protection programs, as the percentage of

population who have reached the legal

retirement age and receive a pension in the

GCC countries ranges between 19.4% and

75.1%. Although this percentage is high in

some member states, it is still below the

global average and the average of high-

income countries, which amounted to

77.5% and 97.5%, respectively, in 2020. (1)
