The Gulf financial markets concluded the

trading of November 2022 with a

discrepancy in performance between

positive and negative. The general

composite index of the GCC markets

recorded a decline of -3.3% compared to

the previous month, affected by the decline

in the performance of the Saudi financial

market by -6.6%, which constitutes about

67.4% of the total GCC market value. The

Qatar Financial Market also recorded a

decline of -3.9%, and the Dubai Financial

Market, a decline of -0.2%. While the

overall performance of Oman Financial

Market, Kuwait Financial Market, and Abu

Dhabi Financial Market grew by 5.7%, 3.6%,

and 1.3%, respectively. The performance of

the general index of the Bahrain Market did

not change significantly.
