Afghanistan recorded 

the highest rate of this  indictor in 2021 at 

the global level with 21.8% of GDP , while 

Brunei Darussalam recorded the lowest 

rate with 2.2% during the same year.
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The Proportion of the population covered by all

vaccines which included in GCC countries national

immunization programme in 2022 exceeded 98%.

Moreover some member states achieved

comprehensive coverage with vaccines. All GCC

countries exceeded the global average rate which

a reached 81%. It also exceeded the best

recorded rates at the global level, that recorded in

East Asian countries, with a rate of 97% during the

same period.
